 I want to take a moment to thank Mrs. Maryanne 
Miloscia and the adults and teens who will be working with her 
this week at Vacation Bible School.  Each year, for one week, 
our school is transformed during this week.  One year, the gym 
was the Great Barrier Reef.  Another time, it was a jungle.  This 
week, it will become a garage.  But no matter how the gym is 
transformed, the children always learn about God and have fun 
with each other and those who are giving their time so that the 
children can learn more about God.  And isn’t that what we are 
all about as a parish – helping others to come to know the 
Lord? And this week will show that coming to that knowledge 
can also be a lot of fun. 
 Hopefully, many of our parishioners have had a 
chance to meet our summer seminarian, Ray Cho.  Ray’s native 
land is South Korea and he is presently studying for the 
priesthood at one of the Vatican universities.  This is his first 
extended time in a parish and I know that it will be a great 
experience for him. 
 A year or so ago, when we were having our 
International Night in the fall, I remember asking the priests who 
live in the rectory to come to the microphone so that our 
parishioners could see how international our rectory is.  And I 
am happy to say that it has become even more so. 
 Fr. Raul is Filipino, Fr. Michael is from Nigeria, Fr. 
Devis calls India home, Ray is from South Korea, Nelson will 
soon be returning to his homeland of Columbia this week to visit 
his family for a few weeks and I am born and bred right here in 
New Jersey (although in Essex County.) We joke sometimes in 
the rectory that we are all speaking English, but no two accents 
are the same.  In fact, I am looking into purchasing those 
earphones that they use in the United Nations so that we can 
have simultaneous translations. (I am, of course, only kidding.)   
 But even though we may joke about it, the wonderful 
thing is that we as a rectory and as a parish are a microcosm of 
the Church.  We are the Church and we show forth how 
universal – how catholic – the Church really is.  We may speak 
English with different accents and our first language may not 
even be English.  But when we gather around the table of the 
Lord’s Word and the Eucharist each Sunday, those barriers, 
which sometimes are built up and separate us from one 
another, melt before the Lord.  When we sit and listen to God’s 
word proclaimed or when we come forward to receive the 
Eucharist, no one looks out and says, “Wait a minute – you 
have no right to hear God’s word?” or “Hold on – you can’t 
receive!”  
 Human barriers are smashed by the love and the 
presence of a God who speaks all languages, who loves all 
cultures, who “looks” like every person who walks on the face of 
the earth and who enjoys everything that is a part of every 
nation and people.  It is any wonder that we as a Church are 
called “catholic.”  Just look at our rectory – just look at our 
parish.  It is wonderful how truly “catholic” we really are.

Sunday, July 12 - 15th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
I Have Good News!  

 

Jesus spent time with his twelve friends.  He taught them about 
his Father and performed great miracles in their presence.  The 
apostles saw how people loved to hear Jesus’ words, how 
much they believed in him, and how Jesus inspired them to 
change their lives.  Today, it’s the apostle’s turn to go out and 
announce the good news about God.  Jesus sends them out 
two by two to tell others about his love for them.  The apostles 
know that they can’t share the good news with strangers and 
perform miracles of their own without help.  They rely on the 
faith and courage that Jesus has given them.  They believe in 
Jesus and so, when he sends them, they go!  The apostles 
share their faith with others, help people change their lives, and 
even cure the sick!  That is their first mission, the beginning of 
the long and beautiful story of the Church.
